Grenache could be cast as the
worlds mystery grape, owing to
its distinct variations, including
Grenache Noir, wi isblack,
Grenache Blane, which is white,
and Grenache Gris, which is

There's also
aspectrum of red wines, from
light and fruity to richly concen-
trated styles, which are likely
what most consumers associate
